TRAINING ACTIVITIES ON THE RAPID ALERT SYSTEM FOR FOOD AND FEED (RASFF)
The main goal of the Course 1 workshops is to provide a detailed overview and explanation of the system, having regard, in particular, to the recent developments and aspects of food law, food hygiene, food controls rules and other relevant legislation to RASFF contact points and particularly those in non-EU countries bordering the EU and selected main trade partners. It will also aim to strengthen the collaboration between EU and non-EU RASFF contact points and favour networking in order to increase feedback given in the system by these latter countries.

The main goals of the Course 2 workshops are to raise awareness on the proper implementation of new RASFF implementing rules and on the use of standards operating procedures developed specifically for RASFF, to improve evaluation of risks in order to lead to more correct and harmonised classification of RASFF notifications and to facilitate the successful implementation of iRASFF.
