CHAFEA / DG SANTE will cover the expenses for flights, transfer, accommodation, meals and field visits in full. No daily allowance will be paid on top of this. Any other costs are to be paid by the participants. The training course will be organised by an external contractor, JVL Consulting, who will contact the participants for the practical arrangements.

The programmes of the training sessions are attached to this invitation. Please note that these training sessions - ABP and genetics course, Food of animal origin and composites products and Live animals are considered as intermediate level. It is aimed at participants with a working knowledge of veterinary checks and at people working in a BIP or people working at local or central level with responsibilities in import controls.

Participants should register for the type of course (live animals/food of animal origin and composite products/animal by-products and genetics) they are interested in whatever the type of Border Inspection Post (Airport/Seaport/Road/Rail) they work in or are experienced.

Participants will be requested to commit themselves to disseminate the knowledge received via different dissemination methods[1].

The training session will be conducted in English with 4 sessions interpreted into French, Spanish, English or Russian (see table above). Please make sure each nominated participant has a good working level of English or of the interpretation language.
