PROPOSAL FOR A EU TRAINING PROJECT

(Plan 2016 - Activity to be implemented in 2017-18)
1. TITLE OF THE PROPOSAL

	Aquaculture – animal health, approval and registration, transport of fish, fish disease control killing, the changes and differences in AHL 


2. RATIONALE AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

	In the recent legislation are the uncertainties about requirements for approval and registration. Who has to be approved and who registered? For example what about the put and take fisheries? In the legislation is given that they are removed from the authorisation and competent authority may require only the registration. In the Czech Republic is lot of put and take fisheries and we are not able to register them all. We decided to register only the put and take fisheries which often receive the fish consignments on the site. Is it in accordance with the legislation? Also there is possibility require only the registration by installations other than aquaculture production businesses, where aquatic animals are kept without the intention of being placed on the market. Which subject are covered in this sentence? Does it includes the keepers of fish for they own consumption?
There are some uncertainties about fish transport in the recent legislation. For example is it possible to send listed disease susceptible fish ornamental species from undetermined health status area to free area when it is sent from closed ornamental facilities to closed ornamental facilities?
Also the important theme can be the emergency killing method for fish. What method may be used in case of outbreak of the non-exotic or exotic disease listed in part II annex IV of directive 2006/88/EC?
The publication of AHL is coming and it would be very helpful if the changes and differences between recent legislation and the new AHL can be mentioned. There will be only three health status - how it influence the trading? There will be some changes in the approval a registration? What about registration of ornamental facilities?
