PROPOSAL FOR A EU TRAINING PROJECT

(Plan 2016 - Activity to be implemented in 2017-18)

1. TITLE OF THE PROPOSAL

	Traceability of spirit drinks



2. RATIONALE AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

	Traceability of spirit drinks, as well as all other foodstuffs, is very important topic these days. Responsible person should understand all the processes which are necessary to understand.



3. SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES / EU ADDED VALUE

	More training and guidance is needed in particular in relation with regard to upcoming changes in Commission Regulation (EC) No 2870/2000  laying down Union reference methods for the analysis of spirit drinks.

The training should result in a better understanding of the system of traceability of spirit drinks, which can slighty differ from other foodstuffs.

- practical management and best practices 

- responsibilities of liaison bodies and EC 

- relation and co-ordination with other systems (e.g. RASFF, TRACES) 

- better understanding and harmonization of the methods used 

- case studies and exercises 

- the means of reporting and analysis 

- evaluation, feedback and analysis of training needs by BTSF participants 
- organization of practical exercises in small groups

	EU28/ Candidate countries/EFTA/ENP countries/ Third countries 

Training courses should be developed at EU level for staff of the competent authorities of Member States involved in official controls and for staff responsible for spirit drink legislation in order to improve knowledge on new effective and efficient tools for traceability of spirit drinks. 

Participation of other stakeholders or private groups and organisations, as appropriate, as observer.
