1. TITLE OF THE PROPOSAL

	Integrated pest management (Dir 2009/128/EU). 
Progress of implementation of SUD – namely general principles of IPM

	Member States should have the opportunity to exchange their experiences on the theme of Integrated pest management – how all Member States ensured that farmers use General principles of integrated pest management.

How to ensure compliance with general principles - controls? 
Communication with stakeholders and the public 
Advisory system – theoretical (science – thresholds, prognostic models, e.g.) and practical (field advisors, feedback – farmers needs transferred back to scientist who should solve these problems)
Exchange of practical experiences about IPM topics (e.g. in small groups, part of outcomes of demonstration farms – open field days, round table discussion, transmission of information among farmers through advisors)
