	Major Plant Health Risks


2. RATIONALE AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

	Why training is required?

Anoplophora chinensis (CLB – Citrus longhorn beetle) and Anoplophora glabripennis (ALB – Asian longhorn beetle) are one of the major plant health risks to the EU environment. There are many host plants which grow in most EU member states. We should be prepared for an outbreak of CLB or ALB in our country. Experience of our colleagues from other EU member states is really valuable. What to do before such an outbreak (information campaign etc.)? What to do when we have an outbreak (emergency measures)?



3. SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES / EU ADDED VALUE
	Prevention is better than cure. Information campaigns help us to reveal an outbreak. As sooner we know about the outbreak, as higher chance of eradication we have (quicker and cheaper, less damage to the environment). Once we have an outbreak we should be prepared to take quick and right measures. Experience of colleagues from other EU member states (Italy) is welcome. Real cases of findings and outbreaks of CLB/ ALB in the EU – presentation and discussion. This training can help inspectors from other EU member states to cope better with possible future outbreaks of CLB/ ALB.

5. Measures to be taken in a case of an outbreak / finding.
