	New Plant Health Threats


2. RATIONALE AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

	Why training is required?

Inspectors and plant health officers should be supported by information about new threats (pests and diseases) which can cause major damage to field crops or forests, the environment. 



3. SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES / EU ADDED VALUE
	Inspectors and plant health officers need information about new organisms (pests and diseases) which can cause major damage to field crops or forests, the environment. Information required: biology of the organism, its distribution, pathways, surveillance, sampling, laboratory testing and outbreak management. It is much more difficult to get information about new regulated harmful organisms than the old ones. Last but not least, experience exchange among member states / inspectors is really valuable. PRA may be a part of the training.
